Using A3 for Scheduling/Interventions
1. Log into A3

2. Click on Teachers
3. Pick the Course, Semester, and Grade (Note: Make sure your course name and grade level match or you will get a blank chart.)

4. Click on Student Performance and View Chart

5. When the chart displays click on the subject area you are looking at (orange = ELA; yellow = math; purple = science; and turquoise = social studies).  This will generate the Bell Summary Chart.
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You will need to note the average scaled score for that class.  Make sure to compare it to the scaled score ranges in the A3 Teacher’s Guide Pages 88-92. 

Example:  The chart below indicates that the average score for this class is 291.3.  Based upon the scale score range chart this class averaged a low Basic score.  


31 students are either average or above and 39 or below average.  


In order to begin scheduling interventions it is essential to identify those 39 students. 


7. To identify these 39 students, begin by clicking on the columns to the far right.  This will provide you with the lowest performing students.  You can then move to the next bar (heading towards the left).
