Writing Goal: The students will write a paragraph for a brochure

Plenty:   

Meaning: a lot, more than enough        

Sentence: There was plenty of food, so we all had enough to eat.

Repairs: 

Meaning:  fixes

Sentence: My dad repairs my broken toys so I can play with them again.

Prevent:

Meaning: stop, keep from happening

Sentence: You should brush your teeth every day to prevent cavities.

Damage:

Meaning:  harm, injury 

Sentence: Kevin placed his baseball cards in plastic sleeves to protect them from damage.

Unusual:

Meaning: different, strange

Sentence: Shay is an unusual girl who doesn’t dress like everyone else.

Healthy: 

Meaning: fit, well, in good shape

Sentence: Eating fruits and vegetables will keep you healthy.

Overseeing: 

Meaning: guiding, watching over

Sentence: Miss Jones enjoys overseeing the art class and helping with the projects.

Remains:

Meaning: stays

Sentence: After the children leave for the day, the janitor remains to seep the floor.
