Lesson Objective:

· The learner will understand how to “Practice respect,” “Act responsibly,” “Model teamwork,” and “Stay safe” while transitioning at Port Allen Middle School.
Teacher Directives:

· The teacher will introduce, discuss, model, and provide appropriate examples of how to “Practice respect,” “Act responsibly,” “Model teamwork,” and “Stay safe” while transitioning at Port Allen Middle School.
· The following will be utilized by ALL grade levels.

· “Practice respect”:

· Use polite manners
· Stay off the walls
·  “Act responsibly”:
· Place writing instruments in book sack
· Go straight to destination
· Have proper pass
·  “Model teamwork”:
· Walk in a straight line
· Keep a minimal noise level
·  “Stay safe”:
· Always walk on the right side
· Keep arms at your side
· Maintain safe distance from others
Description of Activity:
· At the conclusion of Teacher Directives and under teacher supervision, students will practice following the Port Allen Middle School transitioning PAMS procedures.  
· Independent practice will ensue until ALL students firmly understand the Port Allen Middle School transitioning PAMS procedures.  Repetition is the key!
· The teacher will explain to students how PAMS Bucks will be awarded.
· Lesson length is a minimum of 30 minutes.  Teachers may repeat lesson as necessary.
