Movie Lesson Plan
Lesson Title:   Who’s the Real Huey P. LONG?
Movie:   All the King’s Men
Subject:  Louisiana History- Era of Huey P. Long
Brief description of Lesson: 
*Students will view the movie and list characteristics of the leadership style of Huey P. Long. 
*Students will research biographical information about the life of Huey P. Long and create a factual list of his achievements.

*Students will create a list of Huey P. Long’s leadership characteristics based upon biographical research information. 

*Students will compare and contrast the real Huey P. Long and the movie character that portrayed him in the movie using a graphic organizer (Venn Diagram or Compare and Contrast Chart).
*Students will create a timeline of Huey P. Long’s life and accomplishments.

*Students will write an obituary for Huey P. Long which includes the major accomplishments in his life.
