Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Johnny Appleseed: An American Legend
Subject: Social Studies 2nd grade
Brief description of Lesson:

Part I: Landforms and Natural Barriers
1.  TLW watch the movie “Johnny Appleseed” as they record on a checklist.  The checklist has a list of landforms and general areas that Johnny traveled as well as things he brought with him on his travels. Students will put a check on those mentioned or observed in the movie.  

2. When the movie is over, volunteers will type their answers on the promethean to share with the class.  

3. TTW lead a discussion about the checklist, introducing the term landform and discussing general areas traveled by Johnny Appleseed.

4. TLW look at a relief map and discuss what natural barriers are and the effects of natural barriers had on Johnny’s travels.
Part II: Map
1.  TLW work with partners to figure out the best path from Massachusetts to Ohio avoiding natural barriers.

2. TLW plot their path on the map and tell why they went that way.
