Movie Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Mulan’s Responsibilities
Movie: Mulan
Subject: Social Studies, grade 2
Brief description of Lesson: 
Have the children TPS what responsibilities they have had today.  Have the children share with their group what they know about the different responsibilities they have during the roles they play each day and then discuss as a class.  Define role and responsibilities/defining a community citizen-good citizens help to make their community better by solving problems and making good choices.  Discuss vocabulary that will be heard during the movie using the Mulan Vocabulary PowerPoint.  Watch the movie, Mulan, and have the students complete the Mulan character map worksheet as the movie is playing.  After the movie, discuss and post positive character traits listed from the character maps (each day, if taking multiple days to view movie).  They can create leaves to make a class tree that can be displayed in the classroom.  Each leaf should identify one way Mulan has been a good citizen due to her solutions to problems and good choices.
Ongoing Journal: What responsibilities have you had today?  Compare your responsibilities and roles to Mulan’s.  How are they different?
