Lesson Title: National Treasure
Subject: 4th Grade Social Studies
Brief description of Lesson:
Part 1(The Movie):

· TLW view a content trailer introducing some historical symbols from the movie.
· TLW watch National Treasure, and look for examples of the historical symbols and answer questions from the movie.  
· TLW record answers from the movie on the note-taking guide.
