Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Sounder
Subject: Social Studies & English Language Arts – 4th grade
Brief description of Lesson:

Part I: A Child’s Life in the 1930’s vs. A Child’s Life Today
1.  TLW watch the movie “Sounder” as they record on a venn diagram.  The students will compare life for children in the 1930’s to life today. When the movie is over, volunteers will type their answers on the computer (on the projector) to share with the class.  

2. TTW lead a discussion about life in Louisiana in the 1930’s as a sharecropper and some of the prejudices found during that time.

3. Have a discussion about Paw’s stealing of the ham. In today’s world would a person found guilty of stealing a ham have to serve five years of hard labor?
Part II: Report
1.  TLW work with partners to write small chapter of the book through the eyes of Sounder, the dog.
2. TLW write a final draft of their chapter will illustrations to be included in the next publishing of the book.
