Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Spirit: Stallion of the Cimarron
Subject: Social Studies – 3rd grade
Brief description of Lesson:

Part I: Scarcity vs. Abundance
1. TTW discuss how to compare and contrast, and what is expected on the chart by providing examples of the way people lived then and how it is different than things we do today. 
2. TLW watch the movie “Spirit: Stallion of the Cimarron” as they record on a chart.  The chart has 2 columns: “ways people lived in the movie” and “the way we live now.”  

3. When the movie is over, volunteers will type their answers on the computer (on the projector) to share with the class.  

4. TTW lead a discussion about the charts, comparing this time in history (The Old West) to the present-day.

Part II: Report
1.  TTW assign students an Indian tribe to research from the list provided.  
2.  TLW write a short report comparing the way their tribe lived to the way we live today.
