d. How will slave owners respond to this plan?

e. Who will you get to support your plan (realistically—and from that time period)?

f. Think of any other problems people might find your plan has and work through how to solve these problems.

III. Timeline—Construct a general timeline of how you will implement your plan (Example:  The plan will be completed over a three year period, in the first year “blank” will happen, in the first six months of the second year “blank” will happen, etc.)

IV. Use the outline to construct a written proposal that describes your plan, its goals, how it will work, and why it is a good plan.

a. Describe how your plan will work (timeline)

b. Describe why it is a good plan and why it will work better than slavery

c. Mention any supporters to back up your claims

a. State any weaknesses the plan may have and state why these are minor (focus on minor weaknesses; if your plan has major weaknesses, you should rethink your plan!)

IV. Conclusion

a. Summarize your plan and give one last selling point to end on a positive note
