In the past five years there has been significant growth in organized online instruction 
(E-learning) and “virtual” schools, making it possible for students at all levels to receive 
high quality supplemental  courses or full courses of instruction personalized to their 
needs.

·  All employees and students sign the district AUP at the beginning of the 

school year.  
·  A network specialist is contracted 2-days a week and on-call when needed. 
·  A maintenance person is contracted 3-days a week to provide services for the 

district.

1. All schools will adopt and support the parish AUP for technology usage by 
students and faculty. 

2. All students, teachers, and administrators will have access to computers and 
appropriate connectivity in educational settings. 

3. All teachers and administrators will have access to the appropriate student 
information system software.  

4. All teachers and administrators will be provided with a free webpage to 
disseminate information to parents, students, and community. 

5. Appropriate assistive/adaptive technology will be available to address the unique 
requirements of persons with special needs. 

6. Schools will be provided with appropriate educational software to enhance 
student learning. 

7. Provide a district-wide library automation system. (See Appendix V) 
 
Infrastructure:  

8. All schools and administrative offices will have broadband capabilities available 
to the end user. 

9. All schools will have appropriate routers and switches to insure access.  
10. A parish hardware and software inventory will be utilized to track all parish 

equipment and software packages.  
11. Establish equipment replacement guidelines for all WBR schools and offices.

5. The plan must include an evaluation process that enables the school to monitor progress 
toward the specified goals and make mid-course corrections in response to new 
developments and opportunities as they arise.

Electronic Mail (Email)  
 
  All individuals are expected and required to act responsibly and in compliance with West Baton Rouge policy.  
Staff must understand that use of this electronic i nformation resource is a privilege, not a right.  Violations of 
these procedures or rules may result in appropriate disciplinary action.   

 
1. All e-mail accounts are owned by the West Baton Rouge Parish School System and therefore not 

private.  The districts retains the right to review, audit, intercept, access, and disclose all messages 
created, received, or sent over the electronic mail system as necessary.  

2. Staff will have access to their email accounts via the Internet, but all rules and regulations remain in 
effect.  

3. Staff shall not allow anyone else, including family members, to use individually assigned e-mail 
accounts. 

4. Staff shall not use email to send any form of obscene, harassing, racist, sexist or abusive language or 
behavior.  

5. Staff shall not send messages using someone’s name.  
6. Staff shall not use e-mail for personal gain or for more than occasional personal use including the 

sending of personal messages.  

 
Virus Protection  
 
The following guidelines should be considered when utilizing email: 

1. Viruses and other types of malicious code are often spread as attachments to electronic mail 
messages. Before opening any attachments, be sure you know the source of the attachment. It is not  
enough that the mail originated from an address you recognize and/or a person that you know. 

2. Don't run programs of unknown origin, regardless of who sent you the program.  Staff should not open 
any .zip files unless they know specifically the origin of the email.  

3. Staff should not send programs of unknown origin to your friends or coworkers simply because they 
are funny they may contain a Trojan horse. 

4. If you must open an attachment before you can verify the source, do so in an isolated environment. If 
you are unaware of how to do this, contact your school-based technology coordinator for advice. 

5. Do not open .zip files without knowing the origin of the file.  
6. Be sure that your anti-virus software is up-to-date.  If not and/or you are unsure contact your school-

based technology coordinator.  
7. Be aware of hoaxes, and don't overreact to reports of new viruses.
