Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: The Diary of Ann Frank
Subject: Social Studies: World History
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

· TTW lead a brainstorming session of what the students already know about the story of Ann Frank and about World War II using an Inspiration template.  TTW (with the class) attempt to make connections between the events in world history and the events in Anne Frank's personal life by inserting links between the events. 
· TTW pose these questions for students to ponder while watching the film: 
· Is there a relationship between world events and the events of Ann Frank's life?
· What are the relationships?

· TLW watch the movie, "The Diary of Ann Frank," and take notes about important events on a note-taking guide.
· As a class, TLW use Timeliner to create a timeline of the important events that they noted from the movie. 
· Each student/pair of students will be assigned one year in history to research (1929-1945).  TLW use the websites on the webworksheet (http://poster.4teachers.org/worksheet/view.php?id=116871 ) to research information about that year.  Each student/pair of students will create one slide for their assigned year.  The slide should include information about the important events of that year, picture(s) that depict(s) that year in world history, and relationship to Ann Frank and her life at that time.  All slides will be inserted into one slide show to form a complete timeline of the period.
· The class will view the timeline slide show, and each student/pair will discuss the information on his/her slide as it is viewed.

1.      Construct a timeline to explain and analyze historical periods in world history  (H-1A-H1)
