Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Charlie and the Chocolate Factory
Subject: 3rd  Grade Science
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

· TLW view a PowerPoint slide show introducing the six simple machines.
· TLW watch Charlie and the Chocolate Factory , and look for examples of simple machines in the movie.  TLW record examples of each simple machine from the movie on the note-taking guide. 

· TLW (as a class) tour the school on a Simple Machine Scavenger Hunt.  TLW take pictures of the simple machines that they see.  TTW insert the pictures into a PowerPoint slide show photo album with title boxes.  Each student will select a simple machine example from the slide show to describe.  S/he will type in the title box a label for the simple machine and a list of tasks made possible by that simple machine.

· TLW design a machine that Willy Wonka could use in his factory.  See examples: http://www.mce.k12tn.net/chocolate/charlie/charlie-activity2.htm  
The machine must include examples of 2 or more simple machines studied.  TLW draw his/her machine on a Kidpix slide, and add text to describe the simple machines included and the tasks that they make possible.

· Extension:
