Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: James and the Giant Peach
Subject: Language Arts/Creative Writing Grade 3rd-6th grade
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

TLW identify problems and solutions.

TLW write a creative news article.

1. TLW watch the movie, James and the Giant Peach, while recording information about the problems and solutions in the story on the Note-taking guide.
2. After the movie, TTW lead a discussion about the problems in the movie and how they were solved.  The class will discuss the creativity seen in James and the insects as they solved their problems. 

3. TLW choose one problem from the movie and create a new creative solution to the problem.  TLW write a news article about the event with a creative headline.
a. TLW use the plot diagram at readwritethink.org : http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/plot-diagram/ 
to prewrite his/her news article.

b. TLW print the plot diagram and use it as a guide for writing the article.

c. TLW edit the article with a partner.

d. TLW publish the article by typing it in MS Publisher.

e. TLW present the article to the class.  In the presentation, TLW introduce his/her headline by completing the following statement: “Stop the press!  New front page story: __________”  S/he will then read the article to the class.
