Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: The March of the Penguins
Subject: Science- 4th Grade
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

· TLW view the “Film Quest” PowerPoint.

· TLW watch the March of the Penguins and gather information about a penguin’s life in Antarctica on a note-taking guide. 

· TLW create a guide for survival (a “last lecture”) for a young penguin, including a rough map of the ecosystems of Antarctica, a list of dangerous situations that he might face and how to overcome them (weather/climate, predators, etc.), and a guide for travels (marching), meeting basic needs (ie; eating), and caring for his own young.
· TLW present the “last lecture” to the class.
