Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Miracle
Subject: History
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

· TLW watch the movie, "Miracle" to infer information about the relationship between the United States and Russia during the period of the Cold War, specifically 1970-80's.  
· TLW further their research with a Webworksheet and record facts on a PowerPoint note-taker.  
· TLW use the facts gathered and their own interpretations from the movie to create a news presentation (ie; "60 Minutes" or "Dateline").  Students will work in groups of 8 to create a four-part news presentation: 
1. 
News Cast: Report the facts of the time period (historical events, relationship between US and Russia)
2. Editorial: Reporters’ opinions of both sides of the story

3. Sports: Cover the story of the 1980 Olympics Hockey Game including highlights and reactions after the game (Mock interviews with the captains of both hockey teams) 

4. The Street Beat: Local reaction to the story of the “Miracle on Ice”; Mock interviews with Russian and US citizens to portray the views and opinions of the people during the time

TLW work in pairs for each part of the presentation.

TLW act out the presentation live or use video to record and show it to the class.
