Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Where the Red Fern Grows
Subject: English/Language Arts Grades 4-5 
Brief description of Lesson (1 paragraph):

Objectives:

TLW analyze a character in a film.
TLW write a letter.

TLW identify problems and outcomes in a film.

TLW write a movie review for the purpose of evaluating a film.

1. TTW introduce the author of the story Where the Red Fern Grows, Wilson Rawls. (The information sheets, “Meet Wilson Rawls” and “Introducing the Novel” can be used as a guide.
2. TLW watch scenes 1-5 of the movie.
3. TTW lead a discussion of the main character, Billy Colman, and record student responses on page 2 of the Promethean flip chart.

4. TLW complete the assignment outlined on page 3 of the flipchart.  (TLW write a letter describing Billy Colman.)

5. TLW watch the rest of the movie.

6. TTW lead a discussion of the problems and outcomes seen in the movie and record student responses on page 4 of the flipchart. 

7. TLW participate in a discussion described on page 5 of the flipchart.  (Students will discuss Billy Colman’s non-conventional education.)

8. TLW complete the closing project outlined on page 6 of the flipchart. (Students will write a movie review for Where the Red Fern Grows.)
