Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Charlotte’s Web


Subject: English/Language Arts
Brief description of Lesson:
TTW give out story maps to the students. TTW give instructions related to the lesson.  The class will watch the movie, Charlotte’s Web.
