Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: Kit Kittredge: An American Girl
Subject: Social Studies & English Language Arts – 3rd grade
Brief description of Lesson:

Part I: Scarcity vs. Abundance
1.  TLW watch the movie “Kit Kittredge: An American Girl” as they record on a chart.  The chart has 2 columns: “things people have a lot of” and “things that are hard to find.”  

2. When the movie is over, volunteers will type their answers on the computer (on the projector) to share with the class.  

3. TTW lead a discussion about the charts, introducing the terms scarcity and abundance.

Part II: Report
1.  TLW work with partners to answer questions from a hobo’s point of view during the Great Depression.

2. TLW write a final draft of the report, to have their report published in the local newspaper.
