Technology Integration Short Lesson Plan
Lesson Title: “Old Yeller”
Subject: Social Studies- Grade 3
Brief description of Lesson: 
1. TTW begin a discussion of how we acquire wants and needs.  TTW ask students to think about how that might have been different for kids who lived about 150 years ago.

2. TLW watch the movie, “Old Yeller” while taking notes on the note-taking guide about daily life in the 1860’s:

a. How do they travel?

b. How do they get their food?  How do they cook their food?  How do they preserve their food?

c. For what kinds of chores are the kids responsible?

d. What kinds of dangers do they face?

e. What kinds of things do they do for fun?

f. What kinds of medical care do they use?  How do they treat their wounds? 
3. TTW lead a discussion about the similarities and differences between family life in the 1860’s and present-day family life using the comparison chart.
4. TLW write a journal entry from the perspective of Travis or Arliss.  They must include information about how their family life: travel, food, chores, dangers, fun, and medical care.

51. Describe changes in community life, comparing a given time in history to the present  (H-1B-E2)
