Administrators will utilize student data (testing, discipline, and attendance) to
measure and analyze student achievement.
Administrators will encourage teachers to utilize teacher webpages
(MyTeacherCenter.com) to provide information about homework,
announcements, class projects, etc.
Administrators will encourage teachers to utilize Moodle courses to provided
videos, podcasts, study guides, class projects, etc.

Professional Development:

- Distribute Louisiana K-12 Educational Technology Standards and NETS-A via
the internet to all administrators.
WBR will provide cohesive, multi-faceted technology leadership professional
development opportunities to school-based and district-based administrators to
assist in the development of “instructional technology leaders”. (See Appendix

WBR administrators will be trained on assistive technology and universal design
for learning principles.
Administrators will participate in training on how to utilize technology and
software packages to analyze student data (including JPAMS, A3 and Excel).
All WBR Supervisors offered an online course which provides samples of
materials that teachers are utilizing regularly in the classroom in order for them to
be aware of effective technology integration practices.

In the past five years there has been significant growth in organized online instruction
(E-learning) and “virtual” schools, making it possible for students at all levels to receive
high quality supplemental courses or full courses of instruction personalized to their
needs. Traditional schools are turning to these services to expand opportunities and
choices for students and professional development for teachers.

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Action Step 4: Encourage Improved Access and Technology Usage

Most public schools, colleges and universities now have access to high-speed, high-
capacity hardware, software, and broadband communications. However, improved
access, usage and integrated, interoperable data systems that are current and well-
maintained could empower educators to transform teaching.

Current Status:

Network access to all high schools = 50 Mbps fixed

Network access to all elementary and middle schools = 10 Mbps fixed
Network access to Central Office = 500 Mbps Burst

Each school has a LAN with a Novell server, routers, and switches.

All teachers have a working computer in their classrooms. Approximately,
90% of all core teachers have an interactive whiteboard and projector in their
classrooms.

All employees and students sign the district AUP at the beginning of the
school year.

A full-time maintenance and data specialist is now employed by the system.
A network specialist is contracted 2-days a week and on-call when needed.
A maintenance person is contracted 3-days a week to provide services for the
district.

A content filtering program, Sonicwall, was put into place during the 2006-
2007 school year and continues to be upgraded.

Electronic Mail (Email

All individuals are expected and required to act responsibly and in compliance with West Baton Rouge policy.
Staff must understand that use of this electronic i nformation resource is a privilege, not a right. Violations of
these procedures or rules may result in appropriate disciplinary action.

All e-mail accounts are owned by the West Baton Rouge Parish School System and therefore not
private. The districts retains the right to review, audit, intercept, access, and disclose all messages
created, received, or sent over the electronic mail system as necessary.

Staff will have access to their email accounts via the Internet, but all rules and regulations remain in
effect.

Staff shall not allow anyone else, including family members, to use individually assigned e-mail
accounts.

Staff shall not use email to send any form of obscene, harassing, racist, sexist or abusive language or
behavior.

Staff shall not send messages using someone’s name.

Staff shall not use e-mail for personal gain or for more than occasional personal use including the
sending of personal messages.

Virus Protection

The following guidelines should be considered when utilizing email:

1.

Viruses and other types of malicious code are often spread as attachments to electronic mail
messages. Before opening any attachments, be sure you know the source of the attachment. It is not
enough that the mail originated from an address you recognize and/or a person that you know.

Don't run programs of unknown origin, regardless of who sent you the program. Staff should not open
any .zip files unless they know specifically the origin of the email.

Staff should not send programs of unknown origin to your friends or coworkers simply because they
are funny they may contain a Trojan horse.

If you must open an attachment before you can verify the source, do so in an isolated environment. If
you are unaware of how to do this, contact your school-based technology coordinator for advice.

Do not open .zip files without knowing the origin of the file.

Be sure that your anti-virus software is up-to-date. If not and/or you are unsure contact your school-
based technology coordinator.

Be aware of hoaxes, and don't overreact to reports of new viruses.
